No longer 
will the casual smiling, fun loving, koala hugging images luring us to 
Australia with a ‘she’ll be right mate’ theme, be believable to the rest of 
the world. Australia burning has been the story over the holiday period 
across the globe and graphically brought home what climate change is 
capable of.
While the devastation is nowhere near over, Australians and Kiwis 
are pulling together to help; giving money, goods, their homes and 
their time for those that have lost everything. This last weekend and 
through the coming weeks the number of fund-raising events being 
held in Queenstown and throughout the country will gather pace. 
From lemonade stands put on by the young ones to elaborate events, 
to people opening their homes, all in aid of raising money to help 
our Aussie cousins. To see the number spring up in Queenstown 
and Wanaka has been such an inspiration. There are thousands and 
thousands who will come through this catastrophe with nothing and the 
wildlife is in even worse shape and every dollar raised will be welcome. 
It is times like this that the Tasman Sea disappears as the barrier 
that separates the two countries and we act as ‘family’ and as a Kiwi 
who has spent decades in Australia and returned, it’s wonderful to 
witness our communities spirit and generosity and how we are getting 
behind efforts to help. Please support these wonderful initiatives 
raising desperately needed funds for the bush fi re victims and to the 
organisers, thank you and I know Australia thanks you!!

Bringing flamenco to Queenstown

A New Zealander who’s become renowned for his flamenco music is 
bringing the quintessentially Spanish genre to Queenstown for the first 
time. 

Paul Bosauder grew up in Auckland and, inspired by his musical family, 
learned guitar and started playing in bands. In his mid-twenties, he 
travelled to Beirut and was working for a theatre production when he saw 
a gypsy guitarist play flamenco music. 

“I was blown away,” he says. “It is such an intimate and powerful form.” 

Paul says witnessing a live performance of flamenco inspired him to 
move to Spain to learn all he could about the art form. Flamenco is most 
commonly associated with the Andalusian Roma (gypsies) of southern 
Spain, but it is popular across the Mediterranean (and even in some 
unexpected locations – like Japan). Paul’s now based in Seville, in southern 
Spain, where he composes and plays a mix of modern and traditional 
flamenco forms. 

He’s spent the past decade-and-a-bit studying and practicing, something 
Paul says is an ongoing process as flamenco is still a growing and changing 
art form that invites the guitarist to constantly strive to play better. He 
received Matricula de Honor (the highest mark possible) while completing 
his studies at ESMUC (Escuela Superior de Musica de Cataluña) and 
fine-tuned his craft with some of Spain’s best flamenco artists, including 
maestro Rafael Cañizares.

“Rafael is an amazing teacher; he changed how I play and encouraged me 
to write my own compositions and learn how to create my own language 
in this big world of flamenco,” says Paul. 

Though Paul says he still “needs to grow”, audiences around the world 
have been enthralled by his performances. Such is Paul’s ability to 
honour the traditions of the music, listeners in Spain are often surprised 
when Paul speaks (in Spanish) with a Kiwi twang. Paul’s last tour in New 
Zealand in 2018 sold out and his debut album Tierra y Mar topped the NZ 
Independent Album charts across all genres. 

In February (9th, Sherwood Queenstown), he’ll return to New Zealand, this 
time taking his project to Queenstown. 

“It’s a mix of traditional flamenco with more modern compositions. There’ll 
be guitar, singing [Thais Hernandez], percussion [Lito Manez] and an 
award-winning dancer from Madrid [Triana].

“I’m really proud to get on stage with these people and I’m looking 
forward to bringing the project to Queenstown.”

Q. I have been an accredited employer for a few months 
now and I was recently contacted by Immigration New Zealand 
about an audit. Can they really do this?

A. The short answer is yes. Immigration New Zealand may 
audit an accredited employer at any time during their accreditation 
period to ensure they continue to meet the requirements of their 
accreditation. As part of this process, they can also conduct a site 
visit and request documentation to undertake their assessment. 
Information taken into account during an audit may include but 
is not limited to information supplied by the employer to INZ as 
part of the audit process, information held by INZ from a previous 
accreditation application, visa information for staff, information 
held by the Labour Inspectorate, site visit findings and publically 
available information.

If INZ is not satisfied the employer has continued to meet the 
requirements of their accreditation, or their obligations as 
an accredited employer, their accreditation may be revoked. 
Breaches uncovered during this process may also result in 
further compliance action. It is recommended that accredited 
employers always remain vigilant and seek professional advice 
when contacted by INZ. Our “Immigration Compliance Audit” 
service is designed for this exact situation.

Bargain Hunters

Of late I’ve heard several people, including 
a current Labour MP, question the need for 
our farmers to produce more food than New 
Zealand needs for its own consumption.  It got 
me thinking...
When I was at high school, which was more 
than a couple of decades ago, one of my 
elective courses was economics. At the time, 
commerce and accountancy were popular 
choices for careers. I realised after a time, that 
this was probably not the case for me. However, 
the course did teach me a few home truths 
about business.  
The big take home message was that to remain 
in business one can only spend as much as one 
earns. Ideally you want to earn more than you 
spend, so you can put some “savings” away for 
a rainy day.  
Moving forward I have run several different 
businesses and a couple of farming operations, 
a food manufacturing and consulting business.  
I’ve found that basic tenet of economics and 
trade has very much run true. 
Most of those businesses were successful, but 
one was not. The simple truth with the failed 
venture was that I was spending more than I 
was earning. As a result, I lost “half my shirt”. 
This is economics 101. 
If we were to scale this concept up a little, from 
a business to New Zealand as a country, the 
numbers are bigger, but the concept is the 
same.  As a country if we don’t want to lose half 
our shirt we need to ensure we are earning at 
least what we are spending, and ideally be able 
to put a little away for downturns and calamities  
sometime in the future. 

Currently New Zealand earns money overseas 
by selling goods and services (exports) and 
selling New Zealand dollars to visitors to spend 
in this country (international tourism). In the 
same way New Zealand spends money buying 
goods and services from overseas (imports). For 
New Zealand to remain “in business” we need 
to ensure that our exports and international 
tourism is greater than our imports. If this is not 
the case, we must either earn (export) more or 
spend (import) less. 
Pastoral agriculture is the largest export 
earner for New Zealand. Currently there is 
considerable pressure on the agricultural sector 
to reduce production. The consequence of this 
will be less exports and less dollars earned. To 
balance this New Zealand will either have to 
earn more from other exports or international 
tourism or spend less on imports (more directly 
controllable). Spending less means not buying 
so many cars, washing machines and iPhones, 
etc.  
In very basic terms the annual production of 
one sheep is approx. 1.3 lambs, and 4kg of 
wool. Each lamb is worth about $165 and the 
wool is worth about $2/kg or $8 per sheep. So, 
for each 1,000 sheep removed from production 
NZ exports drop by about  $222,500 every 
year – that’s a whole lot of iPhones or imported 
phamaceuticals. In terms of dairy, each cow 
returns about $2,700 of returns for milk solids 
to the farmer each year, never mind the value 
our processing companies get from adding 
value and never mind the value of her calves 
(a grown 300kg bull is worth about $1,860 in 
meat).   You don’t even need to get out your 
calculator to recognise how quickly export 
returns mount up at scale. 

The recent carbon bill wants to see methane 
reductions of between 22 and 47%.  For its 
submission on the Zero Carbon Bill Federated 
Farmers calculated, based on current tools 
available to farmers, that quantum of reduction 
represents a loss in processing factory gate 
income from the dairy and red meat industries 
by 2050 of $14 billion per annum and climbing.  
Keep in mind NZ exports 95% of the milk 
products we produce here, 94% of lamb 
products and 88% of beef and veal.
To ensure the country stays in business, New 
Zealand must reduce imports by the same 
amount. So, for those of you who change your 
iPhone (or any phone for that matter) regularly 
you need to remember that as our exports fall, 
the ability to import those phones for you to 
buy also falls. 
Perhaps it is worth remembering that all actions 
result in additional actions and consequences. 
One consequence for our aspirational goal 
of zero carbon is the reduced availability/
affordability of everyday items – from iPhones 
to pharmaceuticals and bananas to batteries.
